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The Airpulse PK cushion system is custom made.  What is really customized about it?

1. Our Airpulse PK system is not an “off the shelf” type of product.  You will never see our Airpulse PK cushion systems on a shelf in a pharmacy or medical equipment dealer facility.  We custom fabricate each system to address the end-user’s specific physical characteristics and health status to maximize the effectiveness.   Our order form has numerous questions to help gather the information we need.  We also rely on input from the caregivers, clinicians, and DME seating specialists for assistance.
2. Most of the information we use to build the system comes from the order form such as:

a. Measurements of the client’s wheelchair seat and anatomy 

b. The client’s  weight and height 

c. Postural Asymmetry or sacral sitting situations 

d. Tilt and how often is the end-user in the tilt position for programming

e. Current pressure sores, location and stages 

f. History of flap surgery and locations 

g. Power Chair or Manual Chair model for power capabilities

3. We begin the design and building process by first making the cushion.  We do not have standard sizes for our cushions but rather custom fabricate the cushion to the size the client needs.  Any size cushion can be made and any client weight can be accommodated including for bariatric and pediatric considerations.

4. Based on the information we receive on the order form, we not only make the size needed, but also take into consideration the locations of any sores, lean, slide-forward or sacral sitting, and what type of seating surface the cushion will be placed on.  The air cells of the cushion (approximately 16) are then made to address these situations and are shaped to the contour of the posterior for support and positioning purposes.

5. The air cell located under each of the critical boney (ischium) areas are made with what we call quick-disconnects (QD’s).  Either the left or right ischial cell can be easily and quickly disconnected so as not to inflate and provide near zero upward pressure under an existing sore. This does not effect the normal operation of the other cells and allows the end-user to sit even while a sore is healing.  We also custom fabricate QD’s for any other air cell in the cushion as needed.
6. Once the cushion is made, we then customize the controller which has the pump, microprocessor (computer chip), alarms and the control panel.  After the controller is made, we program the microprocessor using a calculation of the surface area of the cushion that we custom built and the weight of the particular end-user.  The microprocessor will now continually monitor the pounds per square inch (PSI) and the controller automatically adjusts the pumping/firmness level as needed to maintain optimum pressure relief (including making adjustments for altitude changes).

7. The controller settings can be changed by the end-user or caregiver with the push of a button to alter cushion firmness levels and inflation/deflation cycle-time durations to adjust to changing client needs.

8. There is optional equipment available such as positioning cushions for additional correction for lean, remote controls for convenient operation, moisture control unit to help keep skin cool and dry, and incontinent covers.
The Airpulse PK has a HCPCS Code of E2609, Custom Fabricated Wheelchair Seat Cushion, Any Size.
